August’s Financials

Revenues —

Program Revenue is up by $77.000. This is coming from Youth Services ($66,900). We did not
anticipate revenue for Auburn Elementary of $45,800. Youth Services other programs are up by
$21,100.

Rents & Concessions is down by $12,700 from budget. This may be due to our budget prediction
changes from last year (timing), and partially from an error in fees that were not adjusted at the
beginning of the fiscal year. Fees have now been updated correctly, but anything that was charged
prior to July 31 was at last year’s rates.

Miscellaneous Revenue is up by $45,000. The sale of the Auburn Elementary Modular was $44,250,
which was not budgeted for in March.

Grants & Donations is up due to a final licensed daycare grant that we received in June in the amount
of $44,702 and a $6,000 grant reimbursement for the Marriot Meadows Project through the Per Capita
Grant. $6,000 for Bench donations and $7,400 in Youth Services donations increased our budgeted
donations. All together that puts us above budget by $62,30¢ in this category.

Interest/Investment Interest is up by $117,000 from budget. This is primarily due to an end-of-year
‘Fair Market Value” audit entry that was reversed for this fiscal year throwing this off by $71,700. It is
not actual income and more than likely it will be reversed again in March. The District’s actual amount
over budget is $4%,300 .

City Mitigation Revenue was received by the City of Auburn in the amount of $98,000, showing we are
above expected budget by $48,000. At the time of the budget, staff was not sure what the City was
going to relinquish of Mitigation Funds to us. We have not received anything in 8 years. Keep in mind,
these funds are to only be used for improvements in the City of Auburn or close by in its spere of
influence. These funds will be held in the District’s City Trust account at the Treasury. $65,000 is
slated to be used for the new Auburn Park Preserve Pickleball Courts.

Tax Revenues came in above budget by $68,000. The board approved using $41,812 to bring the April
2024 COLA forward for determined underpaid staff.

Transfers of Funds This line item is showing $16&,300 above budget. $24,000 of these funds were
budgeted in the Payroll Benefit category to send to the UAL to bring down the debt. However, in June
our records showed that we were currently “super funded.” Per policy (when super funded), it is to be
forwarded to the CEPPT to save for future retirement debt budgeting. $140,000 was a residual
transfer from 2022-23 year end.

Expenses —

Utilities Expenses are showing they are over by $17,700. While expenses are over what was expected,
the largest differentiation is from the District’s reimbursement from the High Schools’ usage of Marsha
Skinner Sierra Pool. The reduction of usage and the increased usage by the District allowed for a loss
of reimbursed utilities by $10,400.

Bldg & Grounds Maintenance is over by $16,700. The Aquatics Department was hit considerably by

maintenance (over and above a normal season). The High Schools also didn’t use the pool as much as

last year (due to the green issue). The anticipated reimbursement was much lower than the prior year.
Just these two factors cost the District approximately $21,200 in over budget impacts.

Payroll Expenses are over budget by $44,200. A portion of this is from the increased wages in Facilities
and Grounds and Youth Services which will be rectified at budget revision. Facilities and Grounds have
had some overtime that has brought them over budget. The Fac & Grds Dept is over by $14,800.
Youth Services had exira wages for the Auburn El, to support the increased revenue. Youth Serv Dept
is over by $19,400. These two departments had the 2024 COLA moved forward which has an impact as
well. Aquatics also had an increase of staff this year, with extended pool activities. Aquatics is over by
$12,200.

Fixed Assets Expense is over by $35,300. $39,100 was spent to restore a truck that the District is
keeping in the fleet. $26,000 was budgeted for last year for a new engine, but staff wasn’t able to get
that completed until this fiscal year. The Truck was converted to a flat bed, from the dump truck that
was nearing out of compliance for regulation weight. With some transmission leak repairs, the vehicle
is in prime condition for a long future with the District.

ARD’s current policy on the Youth Assistance Fund reads as follows:

XIII. Fundraising and Donations

B. Auburn Area Recreation & Park District Youth Assistance Fund

{Scholarship)

The Auburn Area Recreation & Park District wants every child to have an
opportunity to participate in its various recreational programs. In an effort to
provide affordable programming, the District has established by the State
Department of Education to assist lower income individuals and families. All
requests for the Youth Assistance Fund Scholarship need to be accompanied by
proof of income. This information will be kept confidential. The Youth
Assistance Fund Scholarship is designed for participation in District recreation
programs only; it cannot be used for your services programs such as Discovery
Club or Day Camp. All donations are put in a single account wherein District
applicants may receive up to $150 per activity per child and out of District
applicants may receive up to 70% of aide. Requests for aide will be awarded
based on the availability of funds. The maximum use for the scholarship is up to
three scholarships per child per year (once per child per activity guide). Foster
children may receive funds once their status as a foster child has been
established.

The money received from vending machine profits from the Recreation Park
vending machine will be used to fund the Youth Assistance Fund.

The Recreation Services Manager will determine exceptional needs for the youth

assistance funding and bring it to the attention of the District Administrator and
Administrative Services Manager for consideration.

Staff is recommending that the Board review this policy, current income guidelines and approve
appropriate amendments.

Information about current ARD income guidelines, Placer County guidelines and State of
California income guidelines are attached.
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Recommendation for the Board of Directors

The Policy Committee sent a positive recommendation to the Board to use 75% of the PCOE
numbers and to adopt the amendments to the policy as proposed.

This MB rescinds and replaces MB 21-009.

Policy

Effective July 1, 2022, CSPP coniractors must use the revised Schedule of Income Ceilings when determining
both initial and ongoing income eligibility for families in part- and full-day CSPP. As part of California's
implementation of Universal PreKindergarten, it is important for contractors to note that income eligibility for
CSPP has been increased to 100 percent of the State Median Income (SMI), effective July 1, 2022. Contractors
must use the revised Income Ranking Table when determining enrollment priorities related to a family’s income
level.

Directive

The following Schedule of Income Ceilings must be used for determining income eligibility for families initially
certified or recertified on or after July 1, 2022. The schedule must also be used for determining maximum
monthly income for 15 percent above the income eligibility threshold.

Please note that this Income Ranking table goes to 100 percent of SMI (rank 100), and includes income up to
15 percent above the income threshold as well (rank 115), because there are some cases where families are
served whose income exceeds 100 percent of SMI in CSPP, and contractors serving these families need to
know how to prioritize them. As a result, please pay careful attention to the income and family size of the family
and those indicators on the chart, along with the applicable statute, regulations, and Management Bulletin
guidance that apply to enrolling children in those families.

Changes to the Child Development Management information System (CDMIS)

The updated SMIi boundary for FY 2022-23 will take effect in the COMIS, beginning in the July 2022 CDD-801A
Monthty Child Care Population report (CDD-801A) reporting period. The updated income boundaries will be
reflected in the CDD-801A reporting fields for “Family Size” and “Monthly Family Income." Families that have
been certified under a previous fiscal year's income rankings will continue o be able to be saved within the
CDMIS. 57~
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Background

The Education Code (EC) Section 8213(c) requires the California Department of Finance to annually recalculate
the SMI based on the most recent census data and pursuant to the formula set forth in EC Section 8213, and
provide the calculations to the California Department of Education (CDE). The updated SMI calculations are
used to revise the income ceilings used to determine a family’s initial and ongoing eligibility for services, as part
of the certification and recertification process, and to update the Income Ranking Table used for determining
priority for enroliment.

In accordance with EC Section 8213(a) and (b) and pursuant to Assembly Bill (AB) 210 (Chapter 62, Statutes of
2022), for families to be eligible for CSPP services based on income, a family’s adjusted monthly income must
be at or below 100 percent of the SMI adjusted for family size. Notwithstanding any other law, EC Section 8208

provides that a part-day and full-day CSPP may provide services to children in families whose income is no
more than 15 percent above the income eligibility threshold.

In addition, EC sections 8210 and 8211 require contractors to enroll families in priority order. The State
Superintendent of Public Instruction adopts an Income Ranking Table, for purposes of determining enrollment
priorities when the priority is related to a family’s income level.

The EC sections 8210(a) and 8211(a) specify that the first priority for CSPP enroliment must be families with
children who are receiving child protective services, or children who are at risk of abuse, neglect, or exploitation.
Second priority for services is for children with exceptional needs whose family’s income is below the income
eligibility threshold. After the first two priorities, families must be enrolled following EC sections 8210 and 8211
and use the Income Ranking Table when enroliment priority is based on income ranking.

Shall the Auburn Recreation District (District) approve the 2023-2024 Updated Obsolescence
List (Equipment Reserves)?

Background

The Obsolescence List is tied with the Equipment Reserves which provides the funding source to
pay for new or rehabilitated assets. The District has amended the Obsolescence List with five
changes.

Four changes are proposed in 2023-2024

e The 2000 Ford F350 that the District installed an engine in also incurred expenses to
convert the truck from a Dump Truck to a flatbed Truck. This allowed the vehicle to be
compliant with regulations moving forward. There was also some transmission work that
was required. This moved the $26,000 project to $39,130.

¢ The Facilities and Grounds Manager is requesting a budget limit on the replacement of
the 2006 Ford Ranger with a new vehicle at $50,000. It is currently on the
Obsolescence for $40,000.

* The new Turf Star Mower was budgeted for $156,603. It came in below budget at
$150,025. The Obsolescence list is reflecting that savings.

¢ A new IntelliPro VSF Flow Pump had to be replaced at Placer Hills Pool. The
proposed Obsolescence List reflects the adding of that pump for $3,138.

One change is proposed in 2024-2025
e One Scoreboard for Beggs Field, estimated at $15,000. Share of cost with Auburn
Little League will be a 50/50 split.

Recommendation for the Finance Committee

The finance Committee recommends approval and forwards this to the consent calendar for the
Board to review and approve the updated Obsolescence List for 2023-2024.

Fiscal Impact

The fiscal impact for this is update is an increase of $32,846 for 2023-2024. The fiscal impact for
this update is also an increase of $7,500 for 2024-2025.

e Day Camp Modular Buildings ADA Parking Improvements Project: A quote has been
accepted for a barrier rail at the steep ADA parking slope and it was installed on 9/22. Staff will
place reflective stickers on it.

e Rec. Shop Fire: Revised building repair drawings which show the added building code
improvements was received and reviewed by the district. Comments/redlines were compiled and
sent to the engineer who is now revising the plans in an effort to get an acceptable set turned
into the City Building Department as soon as possible. The temporary building for maintenance
staff was delivered/set in place on 9/13 and should be ready for staff move-in on 9/25. Computer
stations are almost set up as of 9/22. Biweekly Zoom calls are ongoing. District has been
assisting the insurers by getting quotes and hiring contractors to do minor repair work and has
now spent past the district deductible (10K). Insurers will need to reimburse the district for fire
repair costs above this amount.




Rec. Shop Floor Reinforcement Project: Building Code improvements the shop requires due
to the fire will be addressing these issues.

Gym Locker Room Floor: Locker Room Floor needs to be re-epoxied and fresh quotes need to
be obtained this Fall/Winter to see what level of bidding the project will need to go through.

Sewer Line at South Restroom: Tree roots have compromised this piping and repairs are
needed. Quotes need to be obtained this fall/winter. Sewer line is cracked but still functional.

Pool Deck Joint Repairs: Soliciting quotes.

Pool Emergency Exits: Panic/emergency exit hardware has been installed. Signage to follow.

Plumbing Infrastructure: Soliciting quotes.

Splash Pool Repair-Part 2: Repairs are in progress.

MEADOW VISTA & PLACER HILLS PARKS

Pickle Ball Court Resurfacing Project: Project was completed last month. Numerous positive
comments have been received by the public. Pickleball group in MV starting to raise funds for a
new concrete bench area and new gate to assist with circulation/safety.

Tennis Court Crack Repair/resurfacing Project: Project was completed and the court was
opened back up to the public on Monday, 9/18.

Plumbing Infrastructure: Scope of work needs to be finalized and quotes obtained.

Placer Hills Pool Fence Mow band: Scope of work needs to be finalized and quotes obtained.

ASHFORD PARK

Levee Repairs & Paving Project: No New Action. The spillway vegetation and fencing/gate
work have been completed however the vegetation removal may need to be re-done as it grew
back so quickly. This will allow contractors access to the culvert and the ability to put together
bids for the work.

Retaining Wall @ Auburn Ravine Parking Area Investigation Project: No New Action. Staff
will be obtaining preliminary pricing from geotechnical engineers to provide a report for this work.

OVERLOOK PARK

Two Interpretive Signs Project: No New Action. Bureau and other stakeholders need to be
consulted, signage program needs to be developed, sign designs and locations needs to be
established, signs need to be ordered and then quotes need to be obtained by contractors for
installation.
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REGIONAL PARK & MARRIOTT MEADOWS SITE

* Marriott Meadows Park Site Development Project: No New Action. Staff is still waiting for
Placer County approval of a proposed modified sanitary sewer connection that will save the

project 80-100K and needs this info in order to finish redlining the construction document set.
Staff is still waiting for comments & content from the UAIC to design the final drafts of the Ridge
Runners and Nisenan Cultural History signs and just heard from them that they will provide this
info by the end of the first week in July. Staff had made some progress on getting the Mt. Vernon
property re-listed for sale but the person that was interested has stopped making contact. Staff
has applied for a Clean California (Caltrans) Grant in the amount of $700,000.00 to backfill the
current budget shortfall on the project. Results of this application won't be known until this
September. Annexation of the park’s restroom into the Placer County Sanitation District occurred
on 6/13/23. Staff is optimistic that this will allow the review of the restroom sanitary sewer design
to proceed.

e Plumbing Infrastructure: Work scope needs to be finalized and quotes obtained.

* Re-Pave Park Drive and Parking Lot: Staff consulted with a paving contractor last year to
come up with the current $80K construction estimate. This formal-bid project will be pushed to
next fiscal year and the estimate will need to be updated.

¢ New Vault Toilet at Dry Creek: Project has been removed from the project list.

« Pond Leak Investigation Project: No New Action. Staff will be obtaining quotes from engineers
to do this study as well as researching less intensive methods to stop the seepage through the
pond levee.

e Pickle Ball and Tennis Court Crack Repair/surfacing Project: All court projects have been
completed. Tennis courts were re-opened on 9/8 and pickleball courts re-opened on 9/20.

CANYON VIEW COMMUNITY CENTER (CVCC)

e Bike Park, Signage etc.: Numerous small bike park signs remain to be installed and the bike
park volunteers have had many others prepared and installed around the park. After reviewing
which signs still need to be installed, the district will pay for materials and bike park volunteers
will build and install the signs.

The Issue

Shall the Auburn Area Recreation and Park District (ARD) approve and adopt Resolution #2023-
21, authorizing the District Administrator (or his designee) to purchase a used or new vehicle,
with an amount not to exceed $50,000?

Background
ARD has the replacement of a Ford Ranger on the 2023 Obsolescence List for $40,000.

ARD staff is recommending that the amount for the replacement of the vehicle be increased to
$50,000 to compensate for recent inflation.

All purchases over $25,000 must be approved by the Board of Directors. District policy states
the following (in part):

II. Purchasing

A. Purchasing Agent(s). The District Administrator or a designated manager shall
serve as the purchasing agent for the District, and will be vested with the
authority to purchase supplies, materials, services and equipment within annual
budgetary authority limits as follows:

Purchasing Agent:

District Administrator: $25,000/purchase
Section IV (Competitive Bidding) also states the following:

D. Purchases of Equipment Valued Over Five Thousand Dollars
($5.000). For equipment estimated to cost more than Five Thousand Dollars
(85,000), three quotations from different vendors will be sought, when available.
Contracts for equipment costing more than $25,000 shall be approved by the
Board of Directors.

Recommendation for the Board of Directors

The Finance Committee had a split recommendation. Director Ingle recommended approving
and adopting Resolution #2023-21, authorizing the District Administrator (or his designee) to
purchase a used or new vehicle, with an amount not to exceed $50,000.
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Director Ainsleigh sent a recommendation to consider approving and adopting Resolution
#2023-21, authorizing the District Administrator (or his designee) to purchase a used or new
vehicle, with an amount not to exceed $50,000.

Fiscal Impact

Not to exceed $50,000. This purchase will come from the Equipment Replacement Fund, which
had $793,307 as of 6/30/23.

The estimated cost for replacing the vehicle was originally $40,000. Staff is proposing to
increase that amount to $50,000 due to inflation.
